Suggested discussion questions for this session include:

· How can we better prepare faculty to use student-generated content in the classroom? What types of development activities or support will they need?

· How can we help faculty move beyond that fear to embrace digital media in the classroom? 

· As students begin to shift from consumers of media to producers of content, what are the responsibilities of the institution to ensure they consider the ethical and social impacts of online sharing and media manipulation? What approaches work for weaving these concepts into the academic experience?  
· How much training is required to prepare students to create content in the classroom? Are there ways to support those students who are not natural media creators without alienating those that are?
