  Alma: 150 word summary after lesson
  Sue Erickson: Discussion forums could be used to recall previous content at the start of the next class or at the end of class.
  Karen B: jourmaling
  Helen Graves: Wiki page where they each add a concept
  Matt - Ottawa University: review established online learning resources
  Jim J - MiraCosta: Reflection on learning processes submitted along with major projects/assignments
  Danielle: When you say "self-grading", what are you thinking of? 
  Stacey Zurek: Invite students to leave their comments related to their real-world experiences that relate to the content
  Elizabeth: EdPuzzle/H5P
  Carie UIdaho: Wiki with student contributions
  Shelli Wynants: I add practice assessment items throughout videos, recorded mini-lectures, text info, etc.
  Patricia Beyers Pelzel: Group posts in discussions where they need to address prior knowledge prior to getting access to new content
  Esther Brandon (Brandeis): asking studnets to create their own blog, wich each entry a summary of that day's learning 
  Darlene -GMU: At end of each learning module, I include an "exit ticket" exercise in which students indicate which concepts they have grasped and which they have not. 
  Amarjit Kaur: Kahoot
  Karah: Ask students to apply what they have learned shortly after in real-world scenario.
  Lene Whitley-Putz, FHDA Community College District: We've been working a lot in the CCCs to transfer some of the CATs to an online environment, what we're calling Online Assessment Techniques
  Elizabeth: Kahoot! (polling games)
  Matthew Garrett: Discussion forums in learning management system (ex. Canvas, Blackboard)
  Cub Kahn/Oregon State: Thread discussions from online to class and back again in blended courses
  Henry Bulley: Integrate into Discussion Questions
  steven jones: Chunking presentations with embedded quizzes. Ask students to create their own test questions and justify. 
  Darlene -GMU: I include "muddiest points" discussions in which students help clarify knowledge with each other.
  Karah: Ask students to rephrase what they have learned from the instructor to a small peer group.
  Erin: practice quiz with an exam wrapper
  Darlene -GMU: Self-assessment questions for each learning module. 
  Lene Whitley-Putz, FHDA Community College District: Use a "small" assignment to have students write a one minute paper or a muddiest point. You can even assign a muddiest point as a peer response, so peers answer the muddy point
  Stacey Zurek: Ask students to submit study questions and answers to the discussion board
  Danette Long: stop light - green - something you learned today, yellow - something that confused you or you need more info, red - something that stopped your learning
  Marilyn: actually give a problem where concept is needed to solve
