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Executive Summary

The Courseware Initiative project involved creating and assessing online versions of several large enrollment general education courses. Development of the project began in spring 2003 with 3 courses, Biological Science 004, Landscape Architecture 060 and Nutrition 100. A fourth course, Accounting 211 (a hybrid course), was added later in the year. Three new courses, Psychology 213, EGEE 102 and Music 007 were developed for delivery in spring 2005. The online versions of these new courses were designed and delivered in collaboration with Wendy Mahan, an instructional designer from Teaching and Learning with Technology. This report is a follow-up assessment of the online courses first delivered in spring 2004 and an assessment of the new online courses.  Additionally, a comparison across five of the courses for spring 2005 as well as a comparison across time for BiSci 004 and Nutrition 100 was performed. The ability to follow the original courses over 3 semesters as well as the addition of 3 new courses has allowed us to address additional questions that we could not address in the original report from 2004. Also, we have incorporated more open-ended questions to probe student attitudes further. Below are the original conclusions for the first report and the bulleted follow-up questions addressed by the present report.

1. Common indicators of student success, such as exam scores and pre- and post-tests, were not different when online versions of the course were compared with the most appropriate face-to-face (f2f) versions. 

· With an increase in the number of students can we use statistical tests to explore possible differences in grade distributions between f2f and online versions of the courses?

2. A high percentage of students reported that the Power Point slides, images, online quizzes, study guides and film clips helped them to learn material. 

· How consistent are student preferences for certain strategies over time in the same course?

· The course designs are similar in some respects but different in other respects. Given that, do student attitudes regarding strategies that help them learn differ between online courses? If so, how?

3. More than half of the students reported feeling more isolated from the instructor and other students in the online course compared to a similar face-to-face course and two of the three instructors indicated that they missed the student interaction in class. However, over 20% of students reported that they were less likely to feel isolated from the instructor or other students. Thus, individual students vary in their perceptions of online learning.

· What characteristics of the course, the instructor or the student are associated with differences in feelings of isolation, willingness to discuss material with instructors or students and working with other students?

4. The major advantage of teaching or learning in an online course, reported by faculty and students, was the flexibility. The course was easy to fit into students’ busy schedules and both faculty and students could work when and where it was most convenient for them. 

· What are the expectations that faculty have for teaching online?

· In what ways do their expectations match their experiences?

5. Although the instructors were initially skeptical about teaching an online course, by the end of the spring semester they were quite enthusiastic and looking forward to teaching online again.

· What does teaching an online course a second and third time add to the experience of these instructors?

 Additional issues explored in this report include the following.

· Are there any advantages to a learning online experience that may make it in some ways superior to a f2f experience?

· What are the reasons students give for dropping online courses? Can any of these reasons inform the process of developing online courses?

The following major findings emerged from the present data analysis.

1. Visual inspection of the grade distribution chart suggests differences between online and f2f courses. These differences were investigated using logistic regression and controlling for GPA. The differences were statistically significant for BiSci 004 and Larch 060 such that students in the online sections had a smaller probability of receiving an A, B or C than students in the f2f sections. The difference was also statistically significant for Nutr 100 such that students in the online sections had a higher probability of receiving an A, B or C than students in the f2f sections. After controlling for GPA, there were no statistically significant differences in the probability of receiving an A, B or C for either BiSci 004 or Nutr 100. Although GPA did not account for the differences in grade distributions for LArch 060, there are other variables that could account for the differences but were not explored in the present study. 

2. Despite differences in course design, the student perceptions of the helpfulness of basic instructional strategies were similar. A majority of students found online lessons (no matter what the format) and online quizzes helped them learn the material. In contrast, on average, a majority of students reported that team/group activities did not help them learn. 

3. When asked to compare the online course with similar f2f courses students responded similarly across all courses. Many students reported that they were less likely to ask for clarification, discuss content with other students or the instructor or work with other students.  In addition, many students expressed they were more likely to feel isolated from other students and instructors.  However, there was a small proportion who reported the opposite. Further exploration of these responses suggested some reasons for their differing perceptions. Whereas some students prefer asking questions in person, others are intimidated by a f2f situation and thus prefer the anonymity of online communication. Whereas some students find e-mail too much of a bother, others find it very easy to use. Some students who claimed that they asked for clarification more in the online course than in f2f classes indicated that the online materials were unclear – hence there was a more of a need for clarification.

4. Some strategies available to students of online courses provide advantages that are unavailable in f2f courses, such as the ability to “play back” a lecture, search online notes, or look information up on the internet immediately.

5. Several themes were evident in multiple areas of the data. 

· Both instructors’ and students’ comments suggest the need for careful communication online. During follow-up interviews several instructors mentioned that an important discovery made while teaching online was the importance of being very clear in their communication. Some students also mentioned a greater need to ask for more clarification compared to a similar f2f course because certain aspects of the course were unclear. 

· Another theme that was mentioned by both students and instructors was the fact that online environments offer a greater opportunity for interaction for shyer students than do f2f courses. 

· A third theme that came up in multiple places in the data was related to the use of team or group activities. The quantitative data showed that these activities were not as helpful as the online lessons and the online quizzes. In addition, open-ended responses from both enrolled students and those who dropped the courses indicated that group activities were not congruent with the expectations of an online course.

· Instructors noted that one difference between online and f2f courses is that students need to take more responsibility for their own learning. Some students who reported that they study more for the online course than for a similar f2f course gave similar reasons for needing to study more – they had to “teach themselves.”

· Finally, some of the open-ended responses underscore how important instructor behaviors are in creating a positive online learning experience for students. Instructor behaviors can help students feel less isolated from each other and from the instructor. 

I. Comparison of student outcomes across various online courses

A. Grade Distribution Comparisons

We compared grade distributions between face-to-face and online versions of the six fully online courses. Grade distributions were categorized as A, B, C; D; F, WF; W, WP, WN. The f2f bars depict grade distributions for all students enrolled in f2f sections of the course for the three semesters prior to the delivery of the online version. The online bars depict all students enrolled in the three semesters for which the online versions have been taught for BiSci 004, Larch 060 and Nutr 100 and spring 2005 for Psy 213, EGEE 102 and Music 007. 

Possible differences in grade distributions were investigated using logistic regression. The differences were statistically significant for BiSci 004 and Larch 060 such that students in the online sections had a smaller probability of receiving an A, B or C than students in the f2f sections. The difference was also statistically significant for Nutr 100 such that students in the online sections had a higher probability of receiving an A, B or C than students in the f2f sections. After controlling for GPA, there were no statistically significant differences in the probability of receiving an A, B or C for either BiSci 004 or Nutr 100. However, the differences in probability of receiving an A, B or C were not removed after controlling for GPA for LArch 060. Thus, students in the online sections of LArch 060 had a smaller probability of receiving an A, B or C than students in the f2f sections. Further investigation is necessary to find a possible explanation for those differences. See Figure 1. 

II. Student Attitudes
Students were surveyed twice for each of the six courses in spring 2005. A midsemester survey included questions pertaining to the effectiveness of specific online strategies in helping students learn the material. Many of the questions were unique to the specific course and the results were forwarded to each individual instructor. However, some of the same or similar questions were asked in all midsemester surveys. A total of 129 students completed the midsemester surveys. Those results are reported below. 

Students in all online courses were invited to complete a final survey at the end of the spring semester of 2005. The objective of the survey was to explore student attitudes about the online course and how it compared to similar f2f courses.  A total of 210 students completed the final survey. The sample size for several of the courses was too small to make statistical comparisons between courses. We have not included the data from Larch 060 due to the extremely small sample size of 4.

A. Online Strategies

The students’ opinions of the effectiveness of online strategies were assessed with a midsemester survey that asked students to comment on how particular aspects of the course helped them learn the material. Strategies discussed in this report are those that were universal across most of the courses. They include online lessons (including Power Point slides, still images, animations, auditory lessons and text-based lessons), online quizzes, and team/group activities. The complete midsemester feedback information was forwarded to the instructors. 

 Student opinions, as follows, were very similar between courses and also similar to those from our  

 2004 report. See Figure 2.

· Across all six courses, over 95% of the students claimed that the online lessons (which varied in style) were either “helpful” or “very helpful.” 

· Between 75% and 93% of students reported that practice quizzes were either “helpful” or “very helpful.”  

· Team or group activities were assessed in 3 of the 6 courses. In two of those, 40% of students claimed that the team activities helped them learn. The percentage of students who claimed that the team activities helped them learn was 62% in the remaining course.

· Student attitudes regarding online teaching strategies remained similar over time for two of the courses that began in spring 2004 and were followed up in fall 2004 and spring 2005 (data not shown).

In addition to asking whether or not strategies were helpful, we also asked students to comment on why the strategies were helpful or not helpful. These data provide some reasons for why some students found the team activities helpful and others did not. When asked what was helpful about group activities, students reported the following.

· “Forces you to work with other people”

· “Gives you a different way to understand the material being covered”

· “Helps you apply information you have learned”

· “Lets you know there are other people in the class”

· “Make sure everyone is on the same page”

· “Served as good review”

· “Force us to keep up with the material”

· “Access to team members as a source of information”

Students who claimed that the team activities did not help them learn listed the following reasons.

· “They are not related to material that is on exam – they are more like busy work” 

· “Difficulty contacting team members – particularly difficult for an online course”

· “Not everyone contributes equally”

When asked for suggestions, several students reported that the group activity should be dropped and replaced with an individual activity. 

Comments about group work in an online course came up in other areas of our assessment as well. For example, when asked on the final survey why they are less likely to work with other students, one student reported “I think that the online group project was wrong for this class, I joined the online class because I didn’t have the time to meet, and yet the online group wants to meet all the time in person.”  Students explained their reasons for feeling more isolated in an online course compared to a similar f2f course included  “its an online course, I thought it was supposed to be only online” and “didn’t meet them, whole concept of being online…it’s just the way it is…not a good or bad thing.” In addition, responses to the survey of students who dropped the course included comments that suggested that the students were expected to meet too often with other students (see below).


B. Final Student Survey 

Visual inspection of the charts shows a marked similarity, with a few exceptions, in the pattern of responses for each of the courses. We have collapsed the quantitative and qualitative data across all 5 courses. Data for LArch 060 was not included because of the extremely low response rate (4%). Percentages are reported as ranges. See Figures 3 – 7. Open-ended comments are reported in order of frequency such that the first type of response listed is the most common one. See Table 1.

Not surprisingly, and consistent with the previous report, students reported a lower likelihood of asking for clarification, discussing materials with other students or the instructor and working on assignments with other students in the online course compared to a similar f2f course. Their reasons included the lack of f2f contact with the instructor or other students, the difficulty communicating easily through e-mail, and not knowing other students. When asked why students did not work with other students as much as they do in a similar f2f courses a few students reported that they expected to work independently in an online course. 

A smaller percentage of students claimed that they were actually more likely to ask for clarification, discuss materials with other students or the instructor or work on assignments with other students compared to a similar f2f course. One common response indicated that certain students are more comfortable communicating through e-mail because it is less intimidating. Other students claimed that, in fact, e-mail is an easier form of communication than other forms. Still others mentioned electronic features, such as message boards, which helped them stay in contact with others. Finally, some students reported that they asked for more clarification in the online course compared to a similar f2f course because the lessons or exams needed more clarification. Students who reported being more likely to work with other students often mentioned that working with other students was required. 

Students were more likely to report feeling more isolated from the instructor and other students in the online course compared to a similar f2f course than they were to report feeling less isolated. However, a small percentage reported feeling less isolated. Some student comments indicated that instructor behaviors, such as prompt e-mail responding, keeping in touch with students and helping to get students involved helped students to feel less isolated. See Figures 3 – 8.

In addition to the previous comparisons, students were also asked to compare their study time to a similar f2f course. Thirty percent agreed with the statement “I study more in this online course;” about 60% disagreed with the statement. There were a variety of reasons for these responses. Students who claimed they studied more mentioned that they have to teach themselves because there was no lecture to explain content. Studying less was mostly attributed to open book/open note quizzes and less workload in the course. 

Finally, we asked students to mention any unique characteristics of the online course that provided advantages not available in similar f2f courses. They responded as follows.

· Could refer back to exact lessons

·    Could look things up over the Internet right away

·    Pictures, animated instructions, movie clips

·    Search capability in notes

·    Discussion boards

·    Online quizzes

·    Interactive pictures

·    Could work at own pace and get ahead

We also asked students what the consequences might have been if they were unable to take the course online, and were required to take the course in a f2f format.  Some students mentioned some relatively inconsequential results, such as the fact that their schedule would be longer or they would have to wait for another semester to take the course. However, some students responded that not being able to take the course online would result in more severe consequences such as having to drop out of school, not graduating, having to quit a job, or reduced work hours resulting in less money for rent.

C. Reasons for dropping the course

In addition to surveying students who were enrolled in the online courses, we also surveyed those who dropped them. Those students (Total N = 60) provided various reasons for dropping the course, including a high workload or course load, preference for the f2f section of the course and preference for another online course. See Figure 9. The most commonly endorsed category was “other” and the explanations included in the other category were as follows:

	· Didn't meet expectations

	· “too many assignments with other students”

	·     “inconvenient times to meet for exams”

	· “Difficult to learn material on your own”

	· “Difficult to be motivated in online course”

	· “Site not conducive to learning style”

	· “Not enough contact with instructor”

	· “Tests did not reflect material”

	· “Too much work/Too hard”

	· “Group projects”


III. Faculty Attitudes

In order to gather information regarding faculty attitudes about teaching online, we interviewed the instructors involved with the project.  Because this was the second year of the Courseware Initiative we had the opportunity to interview instructors who were involved in the first courses and get their valuable input regarding what they had learned after teaching the course for the second time. We also gathered perspectives from three new instructors both prior to and following the first time they taught a course online.

A. Follow-up Interviews 

The two “seasoned” faculty members who were teaching an online course for the second time reported having learned some important lessons. One discovered how important it is to provide clear instructions for everything, including how to forward e-mail messages from ANGEL to a personal account. Another mentioned that it is important to motivate students who might fall behind otherwise. Both instructors used the midsemester feedback to make improvements to the course. Those improvements led to improving student interaction as well as making sure student’s expectations about the online course are realistic. When asked what advice or recommendations these instructors would offer new instructors of online courses, both instructors mentioned that it is important to pay attention to the structure of the course and its assignments as well as grading. The schedule should be laid out very clearly with careful attention to mandatory vs. voluntary assignments as well as the value for each assignment. There was also a concern about cheating on tests. They felt that tests should either be conducted f2f or, if conducted online the instructor should accept the fact that cheating will occur and construct the assessment to account for that.

B. Pre-interviews of new instructors

Faculty came to teach online courses in unique ways, from being asked to teach it a week prior to the beginning of the semester, to attending a meeting of online technology, to wanting to do an online course but not having the resources at the college level. These faculty members all came to the project being excited about the opportunity to teach online, even though at least one admitted preferring f2f communication with students.

The ability to reach more students through online delivery was mentioned as an advantage by one instructor. Another advantage is that some of the shyer students can get involved in interactions online that they might be reticent to do in a f2f setting. A disadvantage is the risk of cheating as well as the loss of immediate feedback regarding student understanding of material. They also expected that it would be difficult to keep students engaged. Instructors mentioned that one challenge to transferring material to an online environment is the need to somehow transfer the instructor’s enthusiasm to the online setting. 

All instructors were very positive going into the online course.

C. Post-interviews on New Instructors

After teaching the course for the first time instructors found that some of their expectations were met but they also had some experiences that they did not expect. As expected, there was a lack of immediate student feedback associated with the loss of f2f interaction. In addition, cheating was a real issue faced in online environments. Positive expectations were also realized. Shyer students had a chance to become engaged and more students were reached through the online course than could be reached through f2f courses. 

Instructors also experienced advantages and disadvantages that were not expected. For example, one instructor noted that the possibilities for displaying materials online are greater than in f2f courses. In addition, because responses are written they are more likely to be well-thought out. Teaching online was a learning experience in that faculty learned about strategies that could substitute for lecturing. Instructors also mentioned that the lack of f2f interaction leads to more time spent answering e-mails. Finally, instructors discovered that one disadvantage of teaching online is that students often try to use computer failure as an excuse for not getting work done.

After teaching online for the first time, these instructors also mentioned the need to be very specific with written instructions to make sure that students understand the content in the way the instructor intends. Finally, one difference between f2f and online courses is that students must take more responsibility in online learning environments whereas they expect more hand-holding in f2f environments.

IV. Delivery Costs

We calculated the cost per student for three semesters by summing the total cost for development plus the cost for teaching a single section divided by the total number of students taught. The cost for teaching a single section represents the percentage of the average instructor salary associated with teaching the online section of the course. As the graph shows, additional offerings of the course result in a decrease in cost due to additional students. See Figure 10.

V. Recommendations


A. Course Design

1. Team Activities

· Students need to be well informed prior to the course so they know what to expect, particularly with respect to teamwork.

· Instructors might provide materials that prepare students for teamwork. One example is to provide ground rules or ask students to develop ground rules for each team.

· Future assessment of the online courses should explore the issue of student perceptions of the helpfulness/value of team activities in more depth.

2. Instructor Presence vs. Portability

· Students respond positively when they feel the presence of the instructor in the course. However, personalizing the course for a particular instructor reduces the ability for the course to be delivered by a different instructor. Balancing these two needs will be a challenge for designers of the courses. One suggestion made was to personalize the course in other ways. For example, interjecting multiple perspectives from other students or professionals in the field into the course or using case studies.

       B. Information to students 

            1. Provide information directly to students.

· It is important that students know what to expect from an online course. One way to prepare them is to have them take a survey that will help them to decide if an online course is right for them. The questions in the survey could make use of information from previously developed surveys as well as information we have about the profile of a student who succeeds in an online course.

· In the beginning of the course, show videos of students who discuss their experience with this online course and its connection to their behaviors (both positive and negative).

· Involve advisors in some (as yet to be determined) manner in the process of developing or assessing online courses to help get advisors connected to the process so they are more likely to be able to provide accurate advice to students considering registering for online courses.

    C. Faculty Development

1. Make sure instructors are well prepared for teaching online, particularly with regard to communications with students. Some examples of issues to address include….

· providing helpful strategies to faculty for handling the high volume of individual communications, i.e., email 

· encouraging faculty to articulate expectations for engagement, communication, deadlines, etc., at the beginning of the course.

· helping faculty to recognize and effectively handle teachable moments as they occur in an online environment encouraging faculty to provide immediate feedback that includes a balance of positive and negative comments.
