Presentation Overview

Danger, Internet Ahead! is a user awareness presentation designed for Cornell University faculty and staff without technical backgrounds, who have significant control over their workstations.  It distills the most critical elements of user awareness and presents them in a memorable manner in 40 minutes or less.  Anecdotes and simple illustrations of security concepts help provide an understanding of why a user's actions are sometimes all that stands between them and a security compromise.

The presentation is designed to function as both a stand-alone experience and as an insert into venues such as faculty and staff meetings, new employee orientations, and graduate student gatherings. It has been developed over a period of about 18 months, with extensive feedback from both technical and non-technical audiences, and has been given to over 600 staff, faculty, and graduate students in about 20 departments in the Cornell College of Agriculture & Life Sciences and the department of Theater, Film, and Dance.

This Educause session will discuss the development of the presentation and lessons learned along the way, in addition to going through parts of the presentation itself.
