Ed Swindelles: (17:41) We have used three different zero clients: Samsung NC240 (an all-in-one design), the Dell FX100, and the Wyse P20.The Wyse P20 is our most used now, and we are looking at their new P25 and P45.We have not bought any laptops yet.

Ed Swindelles: (17:50) We're investigating that and some of the other new technology in vSphere/View 5.x.We are getting very good performance out of our SSD/SAS hybrid SAN, but are always looking for ways to achieve more for less.
