Other implications of technology on assessment?
Introverted and extraverted learners and differences in how they communicate online will make a difference in our assessment—comfort level influences how often someone posts, whether they put something out there off the top of their heads vs. something that’s carefully considered, etc.
What makes someone drop out of discussion, what draws them in?
Building learning spaces where there’s room for student interests to come out, even if we don’t know their interests ahead of time
Virtual office hours—students may take advantage of these more often.
