DELTA @ NCSU: (10:28) If the only thing done is to record lectures - then the 100 hours (or less) makes sense.

Lisa Rothrauff @ University of California Berkeley: (10:28) 100 hours doesn't seem like that much for course development. How does this compare to a face-to-face course? I would bet that faculty spend many more hours than that on both formats if you consider what it takes to conceive of a course, select materials and create assessments. 

Michael Feldstein: (10:28) So far, I have not seen anyone give a full accounting of the full cost of MOOC development, including developers, staff, faculty, etc.--even for one particular MOOC, never mind the "average". It's a lot easier said than done.

Paul Brady @ University of Minnesota: (10:29) anyone considering shelf life of the product?

Peter Whitmer @ Pearson: (10:29) 100 hours is way low for a commercial course

Randal Baier @ Eastern Michigan University: (10:29) One of our profs wonders: having an online course with many students from across the US and abroad (e.g. US soldiers who are enrollees here) is not so unique these days -- what makes MOOCs unique, different from"traditional" online modality.

Lisa Rothrauff @ University of California Berkeley: (10:29) What models for sustainability have you looked into for generating and repurposing content? How can we share and circulate content for like courses without infringing on individual instructors' IP?

Luisa Li @ Marist College: (10:30) If the instructor develops a MOOC course he has been teaching for the past 10 years, will you count all the hours he's spent on the course in the past 10 years? 

Barbara Zirkin @ Stevenson University: (10:30) One of the issues for faculty is that they usually do not do videos for courses...online or residential.How had participating in a MOOC changed online or residential behaviors?

Chris Lott @ University of Alaska Fairbanks: (10:30) Use an existing online course, graft video, wedge into existing structure = 100 hours as conceivable. Generally speaking, it's not at all believable even if faculty is expert in all areas of production.

Stephen Downes: (10:30) I was following the development of the OcTEL course, just launched, it seems like 100 hours would be low for that course

Bill Corrigan @ University of Texas at Austin: (10:30) Michael, MOOCs are not the only course type where full cost accounting is not provided. Perhaps it is doesn't matter? meaning courses will be created regardless
