	The ADA with 2008 Amendments requires that we make our programs and resources available to all qualified individuals, including students with disabilities. Electronic resources are covered by this legislation.

	Have any schools been forced to make their websites accessible?
	Several universities have been sued by the National Foundation For the Blind for lack of accessibility of IT to individuals who are blind. Institutions have been required to make necessary changes, e.g., Penn State U.
